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My Issues:

1. Above is a single image I imported from my image file.  I need to "cut out"  the 5 letters across the bottom and replace with the word HOUSTON.  How do I quickly delete just  the five letters so I can add a new  line of text?  Then, more importantly, how do I make the new image whole again so I can move it around, resize, etc.?  I cannot figure this out, although it should be fairly simple.

2. Also, when I go to File>Open, or File>Import, and my image directory opens, I cannot simply drag an image file from the directory window onto the workspace.  I have to constantly double click the image for it to appear.  If I do this for, for example, three images I want to place onto the workspace, all I end up with are three separate images opening in three separate windows.  Ugh!
3. And finally, whatever image I import, it always shows a connected vertical arrow and a horizontal arrow (see above), like hands on a clock.  I have no idea what they are for or what they mean, or how to make them go away.
